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1. INTRODUCTION

In the attached table we present summary information regarding published reliable estimates
of natural mortality rates for a list of bird species specified by INCC. For a few species,
published estimates are not listed because they are not considered to be reliable {e.g. Golden
Eagle, Kingfisher, Raven). Where available we present age-specific survival estimates, along
with an indication of the amount and type of data contributing to the estimate, the duration of
the study, the region for which the data relate and the reference. Survival estimates printed
m bold are those considered most likely to be representative of UK populations.

Below we list species for which we could not find any reliable published information. For
these species we also list the numbers of recoveries available for birds ringed in the UK up
until 1994, and we also indicate the existence of more detailed retrap/resight data available
from other studies.
